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Uncovering unmet needs and future requirements 

ÅEdquist et al (2015) distinguish the first stage of innovation procurement by 
public sector organisations as ñthe identification of a public agency mission, need 
or of a grand challenge and its formulation in terms of a lack of satisfaction of a 
human need or an unsolved societal problemò.  

ÅCertainly this starting point for intervention is the essential first step ï you have 
to know what your needs are. If no one questions the status quo, then business 
continues as normal.  

ÅThe CEPPI Guide sets out the arguments for why cities need to innovate in 
support of the energy transition.

ÅAn examination of planned procurements and recurring tenders (for example 

waste contracts) 

ÅA review of investment plans (for example city centre developments) 

ÅA need to cuts costs without compromising quality of services (for example in 

printing services) 

ÅNew legislation and regulations (for example air quality legislation) 

ÅSocietal  challenges (for example climate change, social care) 

ÅEnergy consumption óhot spotsô (for example street lighting) 

 

 

 

Uncovering targets for pro-innovation procurement  
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Improving planned procurements and encouraging 

innovation  
Å Uncovering targets for pro-innovation approaches can come from an 

examination of planned procurements and retenders.   

Å In CEPPI this was the starting point for pro-innovation interventions with the 
aim of delivering better energy and better societal outcomes. Examples 
included contracts for waste management contract, printing services, home to 
school transport, refuse collection vehicles.  

Å Once identified undertake a  review of current solution: what worked, what 
didnôt, what could be improved, has the need changed?  

Å In order to get an accurate picture of the current situation it is important to 
identify and engage stakeholders. óStakeholdersô includes all those with an 
interest in the outcomes of the procurement, for example the budget holders 
and contract managers, but also end users (such as citizens and residents). 
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Stopping the procurement conveyor belt 

Å In CEPPI we identified the need to óstop the procurement conveyor beltô as a 
first step in intervening with pro-innovation approaches.  

Å What we mean by this is the automatic renewal of tenders based on earlier 
specifications. It is a common occurrence, but is a real barrier to supply chain 
innovation in the public sector.  

Å The identification stage needs to address this issue. This means acting earlier 
to initiate the pre-tender procurement activities earlier and questioning the 
status quo.  

 A large number of regular public procurements 
are perfunctorily conducted (i.e. the procuring 
agency or unit describes the same product as 
in previous procurements in a routine 
manner). A routine of simply describing the 
previously procured products makes it difficult 
or impossible for new products (innovations) 
to be accepted. (Jon Mikel Zabala, Innovation 
Procurement Expert) 
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Making the most of financial investments 

ÅUncovering targets for pro-innovation approaches can come from an 
examination of investment opportunities  

ÅIn CEPPI investment opportunities provided a fertile ground for pro-innovation 
procurement interventions.. Examples included energy renovations of buildings 
and brand new mixed use city developments.  

ÅQuestions that can be asked to identify the unmet needs include:  

ÅHow can we get the most out of this investment?  

ÅHow can we encourage and enable innovative solutions?  

ÅHow can we ensure is future ready?   

ÅWhat would the perfect solution deliver for users?  

ÅDoes it fit our vision for the future city? 

 

ÅIt is important that stakeholders and end-users are involved in the process.  
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Making the most of investments 

Birmingham Smithfield Market Development 

This development is a major mixed-use project in the centre of Birmingham. The 
following is an extract from the descriptive document provided to suppliers: 
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New and anticipated needs and requirement 

 

Å New needs and requirements often mean that innovation is needed 

Å This may be new legislation and targets, new regulations 

Å Cities that have signed up to the carbon reduction targets need to find ways to 
deliver these 

Å Future plans for Clean Air Zones mean a city has to look at how its transport 
infrastructure and choice of vehicles needs to change  

 

Å In CEPPI air pollution issues and threats of fines for failure to comply with 
reduction targets, together with increase awareness among staff and citizens 
of the health issues associated with poor air quality provided a motivation for 
innovation and adoption of new technology in Birmingham, for example 
hydrogen fueled buses and low emission refuse collection vehicles. 
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Identifying energy hot spots 

 

Å The identification of óEnergy Hot Spotsô, i.e. 
areas of high energy consumption in a city 
motivates action to be taken 

 

Å In CEPPI óhot spot action plansô created 
momentum for finding investment in new lighting 
technology

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The importance of stakeholder engagement in needs 

identification 
Å There are a wide-range of internal stakeholders involved in, and affected by, 

any procurement.  

Å These include, budget holders, operational managers, end-users, 

environmental managers and finance managers and, of course, procurement 

staff. 

Å The engagement and consultation of internal stakeholders is important in 

order to build a firm foundation for the forthcoming procurement.  

Å The importance of, and time taken, in bringing all the relevant stakeholders on 

board and aligning them to a common vision of the process is often 

underestimated.  

Å However, experience shows that it is an investment that will pay off, for 

example ensuring that the needs of all parties are taken into account, that 

lessons and problems from previous procurement are addressed, and that  

everyone involved is aligned and in agreement 
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Why stakeholder engagement? 

Å Stakeholders have practical insights into the current situation surrounding the 

procurement in question, how requirements may need to change to adjust to 

future conditions and how the current solution or service could be improved.  

Å Stakeholders have an investment in the solution and are best placed to 

determine the shortcomings with existing solutions and what the solution 

needs to deliver.  

Å Engagement helps to ensure that any objections or risks can be identified 

early in the process.  

Å Failure to consult and engage staff at an early stage can hinder the 

acceptance of new solutions. 
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Stakeholder engagement in action 

Å Engagement and consultation can be formal or 

informal, interviews, meetings and / or focus 

workshops. Or simply ówalking around and talking to 

peopleô 

Å Use questions to provoke thinking beyond current 

solutions: 

Å What works with the current solution? What are the 

problems with the current solution? 

Å What are the future challenges that you anticipate? 

What is likely to change in the future? 

Å If you could imagine your ideal solution what would it 

look like? Complete the sentenceéòwouldnôt it be 

good ifòé.

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Stakeholder engagement in action 
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Citizens as stakeholders 

ÅCity authorities exist to serve the needs of their citizens, who are very often 

end-users of the goods and services procured.  

ÅEngagement with these external stakeholders can help to define the needs 

and help ensure that the new service solution will meet these needs and be 

accepted. 

ÅFor example, new LED street lighting changes how a neighbourhood feels 

and can raise objections among residents  

ÅConsulting them and raising awareness of benefits of new lighting can 

improve the outcomes for everyone involved.  
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Engaging citizens in an energy refurbishment  
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The importance of stakeholder engagement 

Å In summary, the identification and enrolment of key stakeholders creates a 

firm foundation by: 

Å Ensuring new procurement approaches are understood and accepted  

Å Ensuring that the unmet needs and requirement are accurately defined 

Å Ensuring that all opinions are heard and objections aired in advance  

Å Helping to understand the risks involved 

Å Supporting the  acceptance of new service models and technology  
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Translating unmet needs into outcome based requirements 

ÅOutcome based requirements are a well-known cornerstone of enabling 

innovation in the procurement process.  

ÅAn outcome based specification focuses on the desired outcomes that are 

required from goods or services rather than a detailed technical specification.  

ÅThis allows potential suppliers scope to propose innovative solutions that might 

not have occurred to the delivery team.  

ÅOutcome based specifications are also known as ófunctional specificationsô.  

ÅThe CEPPI interventions distinguished óoutcome based requirementsô as those 

communicated as part of the market engagement process, with óoutcome based 

specificationsô meaning the specifications within the tender documents. 
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Outcome based requirements allow scope for innovation
